Interesting facts on Super Bowl Sunday:

According to the National Football League (NFL), the
Super Bowl is the top at-home party event of the year,
surpassing even New Year's Eve. The average number of
people attending a Super Bowl Party is 17.

It is the biggest television event of the year, drawing more
than 130 million viewers in the United States and an
additional 800 million watchers in more than 180

countries. Sales of big-screen televisions increase

fivefold in the week before the Super Bowl.

Consumers typically spend $50 million to stock up for
the weekend (usually the last weekend of January) and
Super Bowl Sunday is nearly the biggest day for food
consumption in the year, second only to Thanksgiving.
Football fans scarf down an estimated 14,500 tons of
chips and 4,000 tons of popcorn. Domino's Pizza
delivers more than 1.2 million pizzas (with extra



cheese and pepperoni being the favorite toppings),
which is a 42 percent increase from a typical Sunday.

The NFL says that the Super Bowl weekend is the
slowest of the year for weddings and that 6 percent of
American workers call in sick on Monday.
