 Consumer TipS  

I love to cook breakfast.  We even cook breakfast for supper all 
the time.  One of the things that happens to me all the time when 
I am cooking my "DOUBLE BARRELED BREAKFAST" (as my kids 
call it) for the whole family is that I crack 10 or 12 eggs into a 
bowl to scramble and then discover there is a piece of shell in the 
raw eggs.  Every tried to chase down an egg shell in a bowl of 
eggs? It is like the opposite ends of a magnet no matter what you 
use. It is no better in the fry pan even with just 2 eggs.  That 
shell thinks it is some game of hide an seek when you try to pluck 
it out. 



An old chief friend of mine solved that problem for me a few 
years ago. He told me that when there is a shell fragment in the 
raw egg instead of trying to use a spoon, fork or any other 
foreign object including your finger, just use a piece of the egg 
shell for one of the cracked eggs.
